   Director Tim Kenworthy is a graduate of Lynbrook 

High School, a Physical Education Teacher and the 

Boy’s Varsity Basketball Coach at the school. He was a 

three-sport athlete at Lynbrook High and earned a full 

athletic scholarship to U.C. Berkeley where he played 

both basketball and baseball for the California Golden 

Bears. Coach K. is Lynbrook’s All-Time leading scorer, 

scoring over 1,300 points in his career; and as a senior 

was the SCVAL’s Most Valuable Player, a First Team 

All-Central Coast Section Pick, and was selected as one 

of the top 50 players in the State. 

     Coach K. has over 30 years coaching experience at 

the J.H., high school, and collegiate levels. He has 

directed his own camps for over 25 years in the U.S. and 

abroad. Over the past three years, Coach K. has guided 

his Lynbrook Varsity Teams to two consecutive league 

championships and one second place finish, and 3 

consecutive trips to the CCS Playoffs. His 2008-09 team 

finished the season with an 11-1 league record and  24-5 

overall- matching the best records in the school’s 

history. 

   Recognized by colleagues as an outstanding teacher of 

the game, Coach K. teaches basic fundamentals and the 

game’s finer points in a manner that is fun and enjoyable 

for kids of all ability levels. Lastly, Coach K.’s Camps 

not only improve kids’ skills, but they are designed to 

instill positive lifelong values through the game of 

basketball. 

 Coach K. will be joined by his assistants and players 

from the Boy’s and Girl’s Varsity squads in instructing 

Camp participants.
